Here are a few things to keep in mind as you sell to your friends and family: 

• Order forms are on the reverse side of this letter with picture brochure attached. 

• Collect money now for the fruit—not when it’s delivered.  

• Checks should be made to Apex Band Boosters.  Put the student’s name on the 

check so credit goes to the proper account. 

• Prices are the same as last year.  Copies of order forms for 2006 participants are 

attached so you can encourage repeat customers. 

• Fruit orders must be picked up on Delivery Day—Friday, December 7—by you 

or another band member. Fruit cannot stay at school on that Friday! 

• Details and specifics about Delivery Day will be e-mailed to you—timing is tentative 

at this point. 

• We’ll be asking for many, many (did I say a lot?) of volunteers on Delivery Day!  

We’ll need handcarts, strong backs, keen eyes for “quality control” and many others 

to help verify orders.  You’ll be hearing this plea again—to be sure.
